Things to remember: 

· Your "web root" directory is the public_html directory of your assigned Agora login directory. 

· All web documents must be placed in the public_html or in its subdirectories. 

· Each subdirectory should have its own index.html file. 

· Use only lower case letters when naming files and directories as Agora is a UNIX based system and UNIX is "case sensitive." Also, use no spaces in your file or directory names. 

· All of your assignments in COMP3410 must be uploaded to Agora for web accessibility. 

· You must create an index.html file in your public_html directory that provides a menu to each of your uploaded assignments. 

· ../ (dot dot slash) is the UNIX indicator of a parent directory.
