After you have successfully downloaded an installed WS_FTP, double-click its icon to launch the program and bring up its configuration screen - as shown in the sample below: 
  

	1. Click the New button and enter Agora  in the Profile Name: box. 

2. Enter agora.cair.du.edu in the Host Name/Address box. 

3. Choose Automatic detect from the list in the Host Type box. 

4. Enter your agora id in the User ID box. 

5. Leave the Anonymous box unchecked 

6. Enter your agora password in the Password box. 

7. Click the OK button. 


Once you have been connected to the Agora server, you must configure WS_FTP to properly display your local web directory (normally on drive C:) and your assigned website directory, public_html. 

The left side of the window displays the contents of directory c:\html and its subdirectories; the right side displays the content of the web site for your Agora home directory.  Click on public_html to open that directory. To upload one or more files from your local directory, select one file or Ctrl-click several files then click the Right arrow button in the vertical divider between the two displays to upload your file(s). 

Clicking the Options button will bring up a Properties dialog box which will let you save your directory for subsequent use. Click the Save Current Directory as Connection Directories button and then the OK button before you Close your first session. When you reconnect, WS_FTP will display your desired default directories. 

To close and exit WS-FTP, first click the Close button on the bottom main WS_FTP window - then click the Exit button.
